INSTALLING UPPER COIL OVER MOUNT

Both coilo ver mounting br ackets ar e
positioned on the inside ar ch of the
frame over the r earend housing . For

cor rect placement, a mounting pin is
welded on the bac k. Place the pin in the
existing f actory hole and ¢ lamp it to the
chassis . Tac first weld last or use ¢ lamps
until all components ar e positioned
correctly .

A. The 4-link br ackets mount on the fr ont of the housing " apart.
B. Lower coil o ver shoc k mounts g o on the r ear of the housing " center -to-center .
C. Panhar d rod mounts " from the inside 4-link br acket. Mount on the driv er side .

D. This dimension needs to be the same on both sides

Place the assemb ly under the ¢ hassis
and center the housing ony our r ear axle center
line. Now y ou can measur e and trim the f orw ard

WORKING ON A TABLE...One of the easiest
way s to install the br ackets is to place the
housing thir dmember f lang e face down to the
table on top of the 4-Link br ackets as shown.
The housing f ace par allel with ta ble equals a
zero degree pinion ang le. Set pinion ang le
before tac king the br ackets par allel to ta ble.
TO SET THE PINION ANGLE. De pending on the
stance of your car, more than azeroangle may
be necessary . Clamp a f lat bar to the f ace of the
housing pinion-f lang e. Place a ma gnetic ang le-
finder on the bar and adjust accor  dingly. We
recommend a z ero ang le with f ixed suspension
systems . Air ba g systems ma y requir e more
angle. The low er coilo ver and P anhar d brackets
mount par allel to the ta ble with any pinion

angle. Adjust all 4-Link s with 4-thr eads show-

Install a thin 1/2-inc hi.d. w asher inside
the br acket on eac h side on the coilo ver.

INSTALLING THE SWA'Y BAR

FIRST, with all the w eight on the ¢ hassis install the
bolt, tube-spacer and b ushings thr ough the end of
the sway bar and a ttac h it to the housing br acket,
finger tight. After all is installed g o0 bac k and tighten

the b ushings until slightly compr  essed.
Install the

raised end of
the ur ethane
bushings into
the holes as
shown, and
on the hous-
ing br acket
too.

Next, after installing the ur  ethane
bushings ar ound the s way bar, bolt
the mounting pla te to the s way bar
bracket.

Install the ur ethane
frame b ushings ar ound
the sway bar. See page

Push the bolted mounting pla te assemb ly over until it
touc hes the fr ame rail. Rotate the br acket until it is

ver tical to the g round. Ne xt, lift the s way bar with br ack-
ets until the s way bar arms (tha t attac h to the housing)
are par allel with the g round. W eld both sides of the
brackets to the fr ame & body mount as shown.
