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UPPER TOWER & CROSSMEMBER INSTALLATION

TTTTThe fhe fhe fhe fhe f iririririr st thing to dost thing to dost thing to dost thing to dost thing to do  before you dissemb le the fr ont end is to mar k the fr ont axle
center line on the outside of  the fr ame. Or, measur e an identical car tha t is assemb led.
This critical measur ement will determine the wheel position in the f ender -well.
The best w ay is to measur e in
as str aight a line as possib le
from the fr ont of  the fr ame
horn bac k to the fr ont axle
center line. Measur e both sides
to mak e sur e the y are identical. If
not f igur e out why!

Mark both outsides of
the fr ame r ail.

After determining the fr ont axle
center line , use an adjusta ble squar e
and mak e a clean shar p line fr om top-
to-bottom on the outside of  each rail.

During man ufacturing , we place the low er cr oss-shaft
set-scr ews dead center in our low er cr ossmember s.
Use this to mar k a center line up both sides on eac h
end.

For the upper tow er (shown in upper
right), y ou'll need to measur e the width,
divide tha t in half  and mar k the center
line on both tow ers wher e it will meet
the fr ame r ail.

Tack the low er cr ossmember f irst. Ne xt, using a squar e, align the
upper tow ers 90° to the top of  the fr ame r ail on the mar k below and
tac k into position.

All mar ks should line up lik e
this and then y ou'r e ready to
tac k into position.

Use only a plastic mallet or r ubber hammer to ta p the shaft
thr ough the f irst 2 b ushings . Then, install a 3/4-inc h diameter
washer betw een the b ushing and the cr ossmember . Contin ue
to ta p the piv ot shaft thr ough the cr ossmember .

INSTALLING THE L OWER A-ARM TO CROSSMEMBER
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As the piv ot shaft meets the other side of  the
cr ossmember , install another 3/4-inc h diameter

washer . You should ha ve one w asher on eac h side of
the cr ossmember .

Using
the spanner wr enc h enc losed, thr ead the low er
collar 3/4-to 1-inc h up the thr eads and tighten the
collar loc k nut against the low er collar .24

STEERING AND BRAKE INST ALLATION TIPS

The optional br ake kit pr ovides all y ou’ll need to
chang e to a disc/dr um sy stem. Notice , the
propor tioning v alve goes in the line to the r ear
dr ums. Replumb the br ake lines b y plug ging the
rear of  the original “T”. T he new line to the r ear
goes fr om the r ear por t of  the m/c thr ough the
propor tioning v alve and r econnects into the old
rear br ake line .

Steering link age,
modif ing e xisting
column or ne w
column ar e optional.

When installing y our
steering link age U-
joints , make all
U-joint connec-
tions as
shown! T he
connecting
shafts tha t
